Ron Eager Cup Team Manager Responsibilities and Tips

Before the day:. 
· Put together run sheet and circulate it to the team. 
On the day (before the game):
· Ensure all players arrive with sunscreen, a full water bottle and have a plan for lunch (either canteen money and lunchbox). 
· Commence warm up. Commence warm up. Dynamic stretches, pairs catching and throwing, hand soccer. Check if all players are wearing sunscreen. 
· Do a toss around 8:35am. 
· If bowling first, have half practising catching and ground fielding, other half doing bowling and then swap after ten minutes. 
· If batting first, have the top four pad up, and face throw downs, throws on the full at knee height, the rest of the players can be fielding. 
· Encourage parents and junior volunteers to help with the warmup. I will be asking all junior volunteers to arrive at 8:30am so that they can assist you with warmups.
· Aim to finish warm up at 8:55am to ensure players are ready for a 9am start.
Batting responsibilities:
· Ensure next two batters are padded up and ready. 
· Coordinate retirements of batters with the scorer, 25 balls is the maximum and a good time to retire them as it gives the kids a good bat while ensuring there’s enough balls for others to do the same. If we aren’t losing wickets, we may need to retire some earlier (20 balls) to ensure all get a go. That will be something we’ll just need to communicate to the kids. 
· Provide tips to the players where necessary. 

Bowling and fielding responsibilities:
· Coordinate substitution of the twelfth player.
· Ensure the bowling list is followed, highly recommend giving a list to our umpire as well as the captain. 
· Provide tips to the players where necessary. 

Changes of innings:
· Warmups for what we are doing next as per above. 
· Sunscreen and water top ups. 
Post game:
· Pack up. 
· Have a chat with the players about things done well and what could be improved on for future days.
